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1. Welcome and Introductions  

John Pfeifer, TACA Chair, convened the meeting at 1:06 PM and welcomed everyone to the meeting.  
Present were:

Commission and Department staff:  Robert Chung.  Mary Frederick, Terry Barrie, Gwyn Reese, and Chris Ferrell
2. Approval of August 9, 2006 Minutes

Mr. Chung noted corrections to the minutes.  He noted that he misspelled, (again), Gwyn Reese’s name as Gywn and that Phillips should be Phillip.  
Mr. Krug moved and Mr. Mispagel seconded the approval of the August 2006 minutes, as amended.  The motion passed 6-0. 

3. Caltrans / CTC status report

Mr. Mary Frederick gave a status report Division activities and on project delivery and expenditures.  She also reported that she was invited to be a panelist on an American Planning Association airport land use panel that discussed smart growth and its compatibility around airports.  The event is scheduled for October 23rd, as part of the 2006 California APA conference.
Mr. Chung reported that the Commission acted at its July meeting to approve the proposed AIP match.  He also noted that the Commission changed that allocation set-aside to match its action on AIP match by reducing it from $3.3 million to $1.65 million.  The remaining revenues can be used to fund other projects that have not received an allocation.
4. Status Report on 2006 State Legislation
Mr. Chung and Chair Pfeifer provided an update on legislation.  
Chair Pfeifer, in his AOPA role, discussed AB 1101 diesel magnet sources, AB 2501 Santa Monica Airport and aircraft emissions, SB 1671 which proposed funding for the Mojave Spaceport, and AB 1809, payment of sales and use tax on aircraft brought into the state 1 year after purchase.  Lastly, he noted that TACA may want to recommend to the Commission that the PUC code be amended to permit AIP matching funds to flow to airports after a project has been started with own funds, providing the airport has received advance approval from the Commission.
5.a and b Proposed Criteria for Infrastructure Bond Proposals
TACA members discussed the proposed criteria to be used in considering highway and arterial improvements of roadways near airport for trade and goods movement.  After much discussion, TACA recommended that Commission staff forward the information, as a TACA recommendation, to the Commission when it begins considering trade corridors.  Moved by Krug and seconded by Weil, passed 6-0. 
6. Annual Report to the Commission 
Chair Pfeifer and Mr. Chung reviewed TACA’s annual report to the Commission.  They noted that TACA typically prepares an accomplishment paper and an upcoming issues paper.
After some discussion, TACA appointed a sub-committee to update last year’s report to the Commission on TACA’s accomplishments and its view of upcoming issues.  Sub-committee members were Pfeifer, Mispagel, and Leonard. 
Mr. Chung noted that one of the annual report sections that needed better information was the funding needed for capital and other purposes.  Several members discussed the concept of having the state fund specific portions of the aviation system such as all weather operating system (AWOS) equipment at general aviation airports.  After much discussion, TACA asked that Caltrans develop a priority list and estimate the funding needed to fund such capital improvements and studies that would improve the overall system.  Ms. Frederick agreed to work with Commission staff to provide the information.
7. Other Business/Adjournment
