• El Dorado:  For the El Dorado Trail, Class I Bike Path project (PPNO 3575), change implementing 
agency for construction to City of Placerville. 

• Riverside:  For the Rt 60 Truck Climbing/Descending Ln w/shoulders project (PPNO 0046J), delete 
PS&E ($7,000) in 2014-15 and add $7,000 to Construction in 2015-16. 

• San Francisco:  For the Chinatown Broadway Complete Streets project (PPNO 0612F), change 
implementing agency to San Francisco Department of Public Works (SFDPW). 

• Santa Clara:  For the BART Extension, Berryessa-Santa Clara project (PPNO 2147E), change 
programmed component to PS&E from PA&ED.  Fiscal year and amount of $14,672 remain the 
same.
