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FINANCIAL ALLOCATION AMENDMENT FOR PROPOSITION 1B STATE
ADMINISTERED CMIA PROJECT ON THE STATE HIGHWAY SYSTEM
RESOLUTION CMIA-AA-1415-03, AMENDING RESOLUTION CMIA-AA-1011-011

RECOMMENDATION:

The California Department of Transportation recommends the California Transportation
Commission (Commission) amend Resolution CMIA-AA-1011-011 to de-allocate an additional
$2,620 in Proposition 1B Corridor Mobility Improvement Account (CMIA) funds from the 1-80
HOV Lanes - Ramp Metering project (PPNO 8320C) in Solano County, thereby reducing the
amended CMIA construction capital allocation of $4,768,000 to $4,765,380, to reflect final contract
close-out savings.

BACKGROUND:

At its April 2010 meeting, the Commission approved Resolution CMIA-A-0910-007, allocating
$6,907,000 in Proposition 1B CMIA construction capital funds for the 1-80 HOV Lanes - Ramp
Metering project (PPNO 8320C). The construction contract was awarded on October 12, 2010, with
$2,139,000 CMIA construction savings and in March 2011, the Commission approved Resolution
CMIA-AA-1011-011 de-allocating the savings. The contract is in final close-out with additional
savings of $2,620.

The necessary changes are reflected in strikethrough and bold on the revised attachment.

RESOLUTION:

Be it Resolved, that $6,907,000 in Proposition 1B Corridor Mobility Improvement Account (CMIA)
funds (304-6055) originally allocated under Resolution CMIA-A-0910-007 for the 1-80 HOV

Lanes - Ramp Metering project (PPNO 8320C) in Solano County and amended under Resolution
CMIA-AA-1011-011 reducing the original CMIA by $2,139,000, is hereby amended again by an
additional $2,620 reducing construction capital amount to $4,765,380 and the overall CMIA
construction amount, including construction support, to $6,084,380, in accordance with the revised
attachment.
