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Below are comments on the October 1 draft. We understand that this is a work in progress and that there are additional opportunities to comment and suggest edits and additional language. We may have additional input next week.
One of our comments is on the issue of "consistency." We request that the language below be added in Chapter 4 (RTP Contents), in Section 4.1 (Policy, Action, Financial Elements and Sustainable Communities Strategy), as a new "Consistency

Within the RTP" subsection immediately following the "The Sustainable Communities Strategy (SCS)" subsection. The text below should be inserted just before "Requirements (Shalls)" on page 61 of Version 1.4 of the RTP Guidelines.
Consistency Within the RTP:
The RTP and all its transportation investments are deemed to be internally consistent if the RTP is determined to achieve the required GHG reduction target through the SCS or APS.

The other is that the description of an SCS (section 4.4) seems to focus solely on the land use portion. The guidelines should include a description which comprehensively captures what an SCS will be comprised of, such as:
Elements of an SCS include 1) growth distribution and land use strategies, 2) transportation network to complement the land use strategies), 3) transportation policies (i.e., transportation demand management (TDM) and transportation system management (TSM) policies), and 4) other economic development strategies (aligning economic development with the land use and transportation investment strategies).
